Response Complete Terryland UV Project In Record Time

The new multi million Euro state-of-the-art UV Water
Treatment Plant at Luimnagh, Terryland, Co Galway was
completed in seven weeks and is now fully operational and
providing safe and clean water to the entire city of Galway.

Response Director Enda Healy, who oversaw the entire project,
described the installation work as a "mammoth task”. It involved
equipment from Ireland, France, England, Germany and Cana-
da. This is not your typical traditional water treatment plant; this
is a high tech cutting edge facility that was completed in a very

tight timeframe

UV Reactor Chamber, Terryland

The project was initiated by the high profile discovery of cryptosporidium in
part of the Galway water supply system. This made it one of the most
demanding projects ever completed by the Response Group. It was
technically challenging with a very tight timescale.

The operation in Galway involved the installation of a 15 metre long concrete
UV Chamber where the water is treated for cryptosporidium and all other
associated parasites. The work also involved installing 1000 mm diameter
stainless steel pipework with a mechanised control valve arrangement and
flow meter.

BALLEALLY A CASE STUDY

Edel Brennan, head operating manager with Response Engineering, is busy finalising the commissioning plan for the Homestown
Leachate treatment facility, Co Wexford. The €4m design and build project is Edel's second Leachate plant in quick succession. She
revisited her first Leachate plant at Balleally to check on how the plant, which she commissioned earlier this year, is operating. Here
is what Edel has found:

The Contract provided for the Design and Build of new leachate treatment plant at Balleally Landfill, Fingal, Co. Dublin

The treatment process incorporates Balance Tank, 2 SBR Tanks, Tertiary Treatment, BackwashSystem, Sludge Pumping,
Storage and dewatering via a centrifuge decanter.

The SRB tanks are operated in series. Tank SBR1 is only used for nitrification, tank SBR2 only for denitrification. For

denitrification carbon is dosed as methanol or acetic acid. P-is precipitated by dosing ferric and alum respectively. A specific aeration
program for each tank, that was optimised during commissioning time, guarantees the necessary aerobic and anoxic environmental
conditions in the tanks.

The treated effluent concentrations are as follows :

BOD5 SS NH4-N NO3-N TP
Average <256 <50 <2 <15 <2

To reach these standards more than a year's
commissioning time was necessary, this is in line
with industry expectations which in some cases
can take up to 24 months.

The tertiary treatment stage provided is a pressure
filter containing AFM media, which is capable of
removing particles as small as 5 microns from the
effluent. From here the treated effluent is pumped
to the nearby estuary for outfall.
